PCS Travel on Official Passport Only

The past practice of allowing civilian personnel hired from the continental United States (CONUS) and their dependents to make a permanent change of station (PCS) on their tourist passport is no longer authorized.  CONUS activities will no longer issue airline tickets to personnel without the required credentials (official, no-fee, passport/visa).  CPACs will follow the guidance stated in DoD 4500.54-G, DoD Foreign Clearance Guide (FCG) when processing CONUS and other foreign hires.  The guide states that, "Civilian personnel, including their dependents, and dependents of U.S. military members require a passport.  For official travel, DoD Directives require a no-fee passport.  Dependents on command-sponsored assignment require a Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA) stamp in their passport."

In addition to the official, no-fee, passport mentioned above, Italy, the United Kingdom, and Saudi Arabia require a visa prior to departure from the U.S.  Official passport holders staying more than 90 days also require a visa.  To ensure a smooth and timely PCS, please inform stateside and other foreign selectees of the required credentials.
